
SUMMER PROGRAMMES:

BSc (Hons) Quantity Surveying Studies programme.  

The BSc (Hons) Quantity Surveying Studies programme is a validated award and is part of the portfolio of Quantity Surveying awards within the School of Built Environment. This programme is only available to students graduating from TAR College with an Advanced Diploma in Building and attending the 14 week summer school in Liverpool.

This 60-credit summer programme is designed to be delivered outside the normal University teaching period. Attendance is to be full time at Liverpool John Moores University for 14 teaching weeks (including assessment periods) from early June until mid-September.

   The programme curriculum has been designed to develop the TAR
   Advanced Diploma by:

· Introducing modules relevant to Quantity Surveying Studies which enhance the TAR curriculum and that is informed by current research or advanced scholarship.
· Develop areas of activity and study at Level 3 including Procurement, Cost and Financial Control and Construction Contract Practice.
· Application of knowledge and transferable skills are developed in the Professional Project module



Entry/Admission requirements 

Criteria for admission

Candidates must be able to satisfy the general admission requirements of Liverpool John Moores University.

As stated previously, this programme is only intended to be offered to diplomates from TAR College.  Therefore students must have successfully completed the Diploma and Advanced Diploma in Technology (Building or Quantity Surveying) from TARC.

To be eligible for admission to the programme candidates must have:

· Successfully completed the 2-year Advanced Diploma in Technology (Building or Quantity Surveying) at Tunku Abdul Rahman College.
· Completed an interview or diagnostic test in the use of English language and satisfied the University’s normal minimum English Language requirements: TOEFL 550 or IELTS 6.0 or equivalent.  

All applicants will be required to attend the interview at TARC in March. However, applicants with marginal passes in the Advanced Diploma, and/or low scores in the English Language tests will be counselled prior to admission to the course.  

All candidates must complete the full application process including provision of course transcripts and references.
