Also referred to as Personal Response Systems (PRS) or Audience Response Systems (ARS), CVS’s are electronic systems that can quickly gather responses from large groups.  They are electronic hand-held devices, similar to television remote controls and are used by students to indicate their ‘choice’ of response.  These responses are then collected wirelessly by a computer within the room.  The results can then be displayed via a digital projector within presentational software such as Powerpoint,
