The Turnitin plagiarism detection service allows individual student assignments to be uploaded and automatically matched for similarity with:

•
content on the web;

•
certain journals, and,

•
all other assignments uploaded by other institutions using the service

An online report is then produced identifying the sources of those similarities and the percentage of match.  These reports can be used as:

•
learning and teaching tools to demonstrate to students their mis - 
understanding of the academic values of authorship and methods;

•
a way of detecting instances of international plagiarism, and;

•
a way of deterring students from resorting to plagiarism

This short session will provide hands-on experience of using this tool in a variety of ways.
